SUPPLY LIST 
1.  Suggested oil colors (my standard flesh palette, mostly Gamblin brand except when otherwise stated) – Titanium White, Yellow Ochre, Raw Umber, Winsor & Newton Burnt Sienna, Burnt Umber, Venetian Red, Ivory Black
2. Palette- I suggest a glass palette because it’s easy to clean, but a wooden or paper palette works just fine.
3. Palette knife

4. One (1) small glass jar to hold spirits (an empty jam jar will work), and a palette cup or something to hold linseed oil
5. Gamblin Gamsol – 16.9oz bottle
6. Small bottle of either Gamblin or Winsor & Newton Cold-pressed linseed oil 
7. One 2oz tube of Golden acrylic, N5 Neutral Gray

8. Firm brushes – Robert Simmons Signet bristle round brushes, sizes 1,2,4 – 

suggested to have at least one (1) of each size
9. Firm brushes – Robert Simmons Signet bristle filbert brushes, sizes 2,4, 6 –

suggested to have at least one (1) of each size

10. Soft brushes-Raphael 867 Kevrin Plus round mongoose brushes, sizes 4 & 6 – suggested have at least one (1) of each size
11. Vine charcoal- medium  (your choice of brand)
12. Sanding pad (for sharpening charcoal)
13. Notebook for notes
14. Canvases– One (1) 18x24” (we’ll do all the studies on this) 
18. Paper towels
